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Passing on Values: Teaching Your Kids to Use Credit Wisely Page 3

While it is a common practice to teach
children the importance of saving
money for the future, teaching children
how to manage credit is often over-
looked. Financial responsibility is an
essential, although sometimes difficult,
lesson for children to learn. Below are
tips for teaching each age group finan-
cial responsibility from the TransUnion
Credit Union.

4 years old and under

Introduce the piggy bank 8 orajar --and put
coins in it. Your kids are probably already

asking for more things than you can afford

to buy, so teach them about saving up and
making choices.

7 -8 years old
This is a good time to introduce the idea of

Pre -adolescence

Raise the allowance for new expenses that
arise as kids go out with friends: pizza after
school, new clothes or sporting equipment.
Move allowances to monthly instead of
weekly to introduce them to managing
money over a longer period of time.

Early high school

If you can, increase the allowance to meet
rising expenses and distribute it less fre-
quently, maybe once every season. The
first time your children earn a paycheck, for
an after -school job, show them what they
get to keep and what gets taken out in
taxes.

Junior year before college
A good time to introduce their first credit
card, but designate it for emergencies only,

an allowance. Let kids plan and save up for
something they really want. Some parents
ask their children to do something to earn an
allowance, a household chore or job. Others
offer it as a token amount to show that pa-
rental spending power has limits.

and explain how it works.

The key is to start teaching your children
financial responsibility early and set clear
expectations and financial boundaries!
